Most important is that the student has  
potential and a desire to develop their leadership skills.  
A variety of academic performance and leadership 
experience is desired and enhances the program.

Program for 6th Grade

Sixth graders from each middle school will meet at 
their respective middle school with the Peace  
Learning Center staff.  Mentors from St. Luke’s UMC 
will also be in attendance.  
Sessions will start in September 2025 from 4:30 p.m. 
to 5:30 p.m.  Students will be picked up by parents 
or they make take the late bus home.  Snacks will 
be provided.  There will be 8 sessions in the fall and 
8 sessions in the winter.  Winter session will begin 
on January 13th or 15th, 2026, depending on your 
school.

Eastwood and Northview Sessions will on  
Thursdays of each week.
Westlane Sessions will be on Tuesdays of each 
week.
